Proposed Dates 

(1) Friday, April 19, 2013:  Goldman Sachs Community Team Works Program, “Earth Day Preparations.” (Earth Day is April 22 every year. Next year it’s a Monday.  We’d like to keep this the 3rd Friday in April every year.)
Specifications:  Located in Washington Park No. 4, closest to Doric) at the intersection of Palisade Ave and Paterson Plank Road.  Proposed works includes (1) clean-up and preparation of existing garden beds, (2) plant a perennial flower bed on a site already created as a flower bed by the County in 2011, and (3) continue storm-water mitigation and soil erosion efforts along the flower bed/chain-link fence running down to Paterson Plank Rd. at the corner of Manhattan Ave. (the location is where we planted 750 Bulbs during the Jersey City “Big Dig” in October 2011). (4) plant around the 4 new trees planted in 2012

Time: 8:30AM to 3:30PM

Other Information:  This is the Third year we are proposing this event.

(2) Saturday, April 27, 2013 — 5th Annual Planting in the Park Program.  (We’d like to keep this as the last Saturday in April every year.)
Specifications:  Location: Washington Park #1 and #4.  This event will focus on maintenance of all existing beds, previously planted in 2009, 2010 and 2011:  (1) the “Tri-Park” near the intersection of Central Ave. and Paterson Plank Road (2) the permaculture learning garden in the Gazebo Area and (3) the beds in Park No. 4 to the extent our Goldman Sachs Community Team Works volunteers do not finish on April 20, 2012 (see above

Time: 8:30AM to 2:00PM

Other Information:  This is the Fourth year we are proposing this event.

(3) WPA Garden Club and Maintenance Program –April 27 through August 30. 

Specifications:  A volunteer program to maintain all the beds plated by the WPA.  WPA volunteers will work through the spring and summer to maintain the WPA’s existing garden sites in (1) the “Tri-Park” near the intersection of Central Ave. and Paterson Plank Road (2) the permaculture learning garden in the Gazebo Area and (3) the beds in Park No. 4.  The volunteer activities will include weeding, watering, planting, and fertilizing plants.  Their activities will ensure a WPA presence at all garden sites through the spring and summer. The Club will meet three days a week at regular times yet to be determined. 
(4) Corporate Volunteer Program – April through September during various corporate volunteer weeks. (Note: Once we have the different corporations signed up we will share the dates.)
Specifications:  A corporate volunteer program to maintain all the beds plated by the WPA.  Corporations will be assigned 1 garden to “own” and work in for a Spring prep and plant and then a Fall clean-up and plant activity to maintain the WPA’s existing garden sites in (1) the “Tri-Park” near the intersection of Central Ave. and Paterson Plank Road (2) the permaculture learning garden in the Gazebo Area (3) the beds in Park No. 4 and (4) future landscaping areas in the picnic area of Park No 2.  The volunteer activities will include weeding, watering, planting, and fertilizing plants and trees.  Their activities will assist the WPA with maintenance at all garden sites in the Spring and Fall. (5) Movies in The Park – The first 4 Fridays in August, in conjunction with Riverview Neighborhood Association (RNA).  The WPA will co-sponsor Movies in The Park. The movies will rotate park locations every other Friday between the two parks.

Specifications:  The WPA will screen family-friendly movies in Washington Park on the baseball field at the intersection of Second Street and Paterson Plank Road.  Movies will commence at sundown, and the events are free and open to the public.  The dates: Friday August 5th in Riverview Fisk Park, Friday August 12th in Washington Park, Friday August 19th in Riverview Fisk Park and Friday August 26th in Washington Park.  Specific Movies will be provided and released as soon as we secure them. 

FREE POPCORN WILL BE HANDED OUT FOR ALL MOVIE ATTENDIES. LAST YEAR DURING ONE MOVIE WE GAVE AWAY 600 BAGS OF POPCORN.

Other Information:  This is the third year we are proposing this event.

(5) Saturday, September 21, 2013 - WPA 4nd Annual Washington Park LIVE — Arts and Music in The Park Program.  (Rain date:  Saturday, September 28, 2013).

(We’d like to make it the 3rd Saturday in September every year with rain date the 4th Saturday.)
Specifications:  The WPA will host its yearly arts and music festival in the Gazebo area of Washington Park.  The event will be an all-day affair, free and open to the public, including children and families.  The WPA will invite local artists, dancers, musicians, and fitness artists to perform and/or conduct workshops in the park.  The WPA will also offer a selection of vender provided refreshments to park guests.

Time 11AM to 7PM
Other Information:  This is the fourth year we are proposing this event.

(6) Saturday, October 26, 2012 – Jersey City Parks Coalition’s 3rd Annual “Big Dig.”  

Specifications:  This event is being planned by the Jersey City Parks Coalition (of which the Washington Park Association is a member) in conjunction with the City of Jersey City as part of “National Make a Difference Day.”  Last year’s “Big Dig” entailed the planting of approx. 30,000 plus in parks, entrances, and open spaces across Jersey City.  The WPA planted 750 bulbs in Washington Park No. 4 along the chain-link fence on the corner of Paterson Plank Rd. and Manhattan Ave.  The details of this event have not yet been planned, but we expect that there will be an opportunity to plant an additional 1,000 bulbs/plants in Washington Park.
